Ohio Benefits LTSSQ Initiated in Ohio’s Balance Incentive Program
No wrong door/single entry point.
Questionnaire
Continuum of TBI Severity chart — dazed, confused being left out of the screener

o 65,000 callers given screening questions

o Approximately half of records did not have assessment data

o More caution
Screening data from different time frames — TBI with a loss of consciousness (15.7%, 17.5% and
19.5% as data tracks every 6 months
Utility — not good for epidemiological inference, review prevalence of those using hotline and
use generalizations, needs can be evaluated for their relationship with history of TBI
34 callers per week had a history of traumatic brain injury with loss of consciousness, 8 callers
per week had at least 1 moderate or severe TBI in their lifetime
Types of needs — Activities of daily living those with mild or severe TBI had 1.31 and 1.71
respectively more likely to have a need with activities of daily living (dressing, bathing,
grooming)

o Instrumental activities of daily living (cooking, cleaning, money management) —
those who call have a need for activity — “Do you need or receive help on
shopping or preparing meals — laundry, job, transportation resources”

o Assistance Taking Medication —those with severe TBI history 1.56 times more
likely to have a need for assistance taking medication

o Requires Skilled Nursing Services — those with a hx of brain injury were 2.0 to
2.62 more likely to have a need for nursing services.

o Seizure management — mild to severe TBI history has someone that is 5-8.46x
more likely to have a need of seizure management

o Before age 22 diagnosed with a condition that affects learning or development.
Mild TBI with LOC — 2.73x more likely, Moderate TBI 4.5x more likely, Severe TBI
5.57x more likely

o Unsure what yes is for the specific question
e Currently on Medicaid — hx of TBI with LOC mild to severe 1.88 to 3.53 times more likely to
have a need
e Next Steps
o Examine next 6 months of data — do a deeper dive
o Look at specific issues for activities of daily living
o Look at Chronic condition
Follow-up and questions for long-term services and supports
e Managed care organization lunch and learn and chat

Bill Darling — experience as a social work and has been with OSU since 2000
What is the definition of technology?
What do we do?
e We set up programs that make it easier for people with disabilities to learn about and
obtain technologies. Currently lives at Ohio State University
Adaptive Toy Library — partner with over 40 public libraries and disability programs across the
state to bring adaptive toys into the lives of children, toys are built for children with disabilities
or modified to make it easier for a child to use
Computers refurbish and redistribution program — will take donations and ship them to Ohioans
with disabilities — $30-60 dollars for this program
Assistive Technology Device Lending Library
=  500-600 devices to lend out. Applicants must have an Ohioan with a disability, loved
one/family member, professional in the field
= Able to try out devices to find out which product is best for the individual
Device Demonstration, Device Training, Information and Referral, Technical Assistance,
Equipment Leasing Program
Assistive Technology Issues and Concerns
o Always try to maximize existing function, never use alternative technology in
augmentative technology situation — if someone has the ability, continue to enhance the
ability
o CCTV — magnification of written text
o Portable magnifiers — 3-8” screen
o IBill currency reader — Allows people to distinguish American paper currency — can fill
out a form through the department of treasury.

Color Identifier — reads colors aloud to user 150 distinct colors.
Technology for hearing impaired — FM motiva system, allows one student to have
amplified sound, teacher wears a microphone and student wears headphones
Alarm clock — bed shaker device, sonic bomb

Ubi Duo — allows hearing person to communicate directly with deaf user

Communication devices — easily programable,

Cheap talk — easily programable, can change pictures out to fit new words. 6-8 levels

vastly increasing number of words or phases

o Augmentative and Alternative Communication — Prentke Romich Accent 1000, every
word is possible then sentences read

o Assistive technology keyboards — Big keys, color coordinated by key, keys are 4x as big
as regular keys, Tap Strap Keyboard, laser projection keyboards

o Alternative Mice — head trackers, roller balls, joy sticks, touchpads
